Access

Car park for approx 30 cars and playing field, both the property of Conwy County Council.

Ramps to main entrance and two fire exits. 

Vehicle access up main drive as far as ramp.

Disabled toilet with baby changing table.

Fire precautions

Fire alarm with heat detectors and smoke detectors.

Emergency lights.

Fire extinguishers.

The Hall is no smoking throughout, including entrance doorways.

Facilities

Main Hall, seating approx 100 people between the stage and centre curtains.

Rear Hall behind centre curtains, for tables and chairs and buffet tables during parties, dart board.

100 plastic stacking chairs and chair trolley.

Tables: Six large Gopak folding tables and 16 small Gopak tables and two table trolleys.

Stage with stage lighting from balcony, two dressing rooms, under stage storage.

Public address system.

Projector stand for digital projector (provided by user).

Fluorescent lighting and soft lighting, mirror ball.

Toilets, Ladies, gentlemen, disabled.

Kitchen

Serving hatch to Main Hall.

Plenty of working space and work surfaces.

Cups, saucers and plates for approx 50 people, cutlery for 30 people.

Lincat water boiler for tea / coffee, automatic refill.

Washing up sink, hand wash basin, utility sink, all with hot and cold water.

Mains gas cooker, fridge, toaster, microwave, first aid kit.

Outside taps to playing field, hot and cold water.

Snooker room 

Full-size snooker table, for use by members of Rowen Snooker Club only.

Heating

Mains gas central heating, Vaillant boiler new in 2006.

The building is double-glazed throughout.
